NEARVET will be implemented over a
period of 24 months through 4 main
work-packages.

The European Commission has identified
applied research in VET as a priority area for
attention. Applied research differs from
traditional academic research, which seeks to
contribute to humanity's wider body of
knowledge, in that its purpose and focus is
directed primarily towards a specific,
practical aim or objective. In NEARVET, our
concern is this focus in the field of vocational
education and training. Moreover, NEARVET
addresses a critical question, namely - 'if
applied research in VET is critical - who are
the applied researchers?'. Its work
programme is developed to define the
involved community of applied researchers in
VET and to develop a programme aimed
specifically at their needs.
