Drafting of the National report:

The WEntre project is progressing with the creation
of national reports based on research findings.
This report will give an overview of the current
situation for women entrepreneurs in Egypt.
This national report will form the basis for a
comparative report where the situation in Egypt
will be compared to entrepreneurship situation in
Europe. This will help in identifying key
competences based on which partners will build
the educational program to be used by VET
institutes for enhancing women entrepreneurship.
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
